I recently saw this patient for an eye exam that included ERG (electroretinogram) testing, and I wanted to provide you with information related to my findings. 

The test was performed with the RETeval® device, which provides us with a functional assessment of retinal health. The results are delivered as a numerical score, the diabetic retinopathy (DR) score, and uses a color-coded system that lets us know which patients are in the normal range and which are outside of normal limits. We are using this information to guide follow-up eye appointments, counsel patients, and more closely monitor those at risk of disease progression.
